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Card safari: Tips for playing 
 

In the video ‘Card safari’, the family play a card game called ‘I went on safari’. This game can be played 
with cards or without. In this game, the players add animals to a list, which they all have to 
remember. If a player forgets the animals in the list, they are out! If the list grows to more than 12 
animals, the game begins again and anyone who is already out can play again. 

This game can be played from memory, but it is easier in the beginning if you make 12 cards of 
animals. As each person in turn picks up a card, they show it to the others, add it to the list and place 
it face down on another pile.  

To play ‘I went on safari’, start with the sentence ‘I went on safari and I saw ...’ You can use the wild 
animals flashcards on LearnEnglish Kids:
